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Highlights of 1Q FY2016 Results  

 Our financial soundness keeps robust despite volatile financial market. 

 Reduction of exposure of strategic-holding stocks was ¥39.9 billion, of which actual stock was 
¥2.6 billion and stock future was ¥37.2 billion. 

 We have repurchased ¥22.3 billion of shares by the end of July from the market in connection 
with the share buybacks announced in May (upper limit of ¥33.5 billion). 

 Combined ratio in Sompo Japan Nipponkoa (excluding CALI, household earthquake) was 89.8%, 
and kept range around 90%. 

 In Himawari Life, the number of policies in force, and premium and other income steadily 
increased mainly in protection-type products. Net income steadily progressed against the full-
year forecast. 

 There is no major change in performance of overseas insurance business. The progress was 
steady against the full-year forecast. 

 Consolidated ordinary profit was ¥31.3 billion (-¥6.1 billion), and consolidated net income was 
¥19.9 billion (-¥6.5 billion) in 1Q FY2016. 

 Although the progress rate of consolidated net income against the full-year forecast appears 
to be low, actual performance largely progressed as planned.
